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DRESS CODE

Business casual attire 

Business casual is a shirt with a collar and/or a sweater, khakis or dress pants, and nice shoes for men and women. Women can also sometimes wear a moderate-length dress or skirt (read: knee-length or longer!).  For men, business casual is a shirt with a collar and/or sweater, khakis or dress pants and dress shoes. No tie is required but we would still recommend men to wear a tie.  Please see below for more examples:
WOMEN

· Dresses or non-denim skirts, at or below knee level

· Non-denim pants, khaki, dark colored

· Non-denim tops, white if no pharmacy jacket worn, colored permitted if pharmacy jacket worn

· Pharmacy jacket may be colored, professional appearance (white preferred)
· No jeans, stretch pants, stirrup pants, shorts or sweatshirts of any kind
· No conspicuous jewelry or extreme colors of nail polish/lipstick

· Dark closed toe shoes, no sandals

· Hospital scrubs, pressed, only colors, no prints at required locations

MEN

· Non-denim shirt, white if no pharmacy jacket worn, colored permitted if pharmacy jacket worn

· Non-denim slacks, khaki, dark colored

· Pharmacy jacket may be colored, professional appearance

· Tie (If preferred) 

· No jeans or shorts

· No conspicuous jewelry, earrings or extreme piercings

· Dark closed toe shoes, no sandals

· Hospital scrubs, pressed, only colors, no prints at required locations


Footwear:
When choosing color schemes for your business professional wardrobe, it's advisable to stay conservative. Wear "power" colors such as black, navy, dark gray and earth tones. Avoid bright colors that attract attention. Men should wear dark-colored dress shoes. Women can wear heels or flats. Women should avoid open-toe shoes and strapless shoes that expose the heel of the foot.  Tennis shoes are never permitted.

Hygiene:

Always practice good hygiene. For men adhering to a business professional dress code, this means good grooming habits. Facial hair should be either shaved off or well groomed. Clothing should be neat and always pressed. Women should avoid makeup that stands out in a distracting manner. Hair should be well-maintained.

What NOT to Wear:
Never wear jeans, athletic apparel or athletic footwear. Offensive T-shirts, distracting jewelry and rips in clothing are not appropriate in a business professional dress code. Women adhering to a business professional dress code should avoid shirts that expose cleavage and back areas. Shorts are never allowed in a business professional dress code. Women should wear pantyhose or stockings as not to expose their bare legs. Head wear is not permitted in a business professional dress code unless it is for religious significance.
